“The formation of a Team of athletes illustrates our desire to deepen our involvement in the Paris 2024 

adventure. We are very proud to accompany these Olympic and Paralympic athletes who will be competing at 

venues operated by Viparis. Paris Nord Villepinte becomes North Paris Arena, and will host boxing, pentathlon 

fencing and sitting volleyball competitions. Paris expo Porte de Versailles becomes South Paris Arena and will 

be the backdrop for boccia, goalball, weightlifting, para table tennis, table tennis and volleyball.  

“Viparis will also contribute to the reach of the Paris Games by providing Paris le Bourget for the International 

Broadcast Center (IBC) which will retransmit all the pictures and footage from the Games. The Palais des 

Congès meanwhile will be the Main Olympic Press Center, the unavoidable hub for the world media during 

the Games.
